Conditions:

1. The School is registered under the child rights education act 2009 and The Karnataka
education act, 1983 and the rules framed thereunder, and the Recognition is renewed
upto the registered class. Apart from these classes, additional classes and extra sections
are not permitted.

2. The School shall function in compliance with the rules framed under The Karnataka
education act, 1983 and The child rights education act 2009.

3. As per the rules framed under Child Rights to Education act 2009 25% of seats are
reserved for weaker section of children The Government shall have the authority to enroll
the reserved seats under RTE for the schools covered by RTE (The Government has made
rules to facilitate the enrolment of children in neighbouring schools where their parents
live, the children can be enrolled in the Schools run by the Government, Government
funded institutions if there are any.) otherwise private Schools enroll students who are
enrolled by the Government and allow them to continue their education upto the primary
level, these children will be allowed to continue their studies without any discrimination.



4. Fees of children enrolled under RTE Rules as described in Condition: 3 will be released
by the Government as per rules. Hence collection of any fee from such children is
prohibited.

(iv) Every child who completes primary educatlon is issued-a certlflcate as prescribed
under Rule 21 of RTE and the Karnataka Education Act and Rules.

(v) As per the provisions of the RTE Act and Rules and the Karnataka Education Act and
Rules the school shall also admit children with special needs/special children.

(vi) Appointed teachers shall possess the minimum qualifications as prescribed for primary
and high school teachers in the RTE Act and Rules and the Karnataka Education Act and
Rules and Government Orders.

(vi) Appointed teachers shall possess the minimum qualifications as prescribed for primary
and high school teachers in the RTE Act and Rules and the Karnataka Education Act and
Rules and Government Orders.

(vii) Salary and allowances payable to teachers and terms and conditions of service shall
be as prescribed by the State Government. And salaries are paid to teachers through
government notification [PF (Provident Fund)] and payable bank and other salaries. and
subject to Employee State lnsuran?ce“(ESI).




(viii) Teachers shall perform the duties prescribed under Section 24[1] of the Act and the
RTE Act and Rules and Rule 17 of the Karnataka Education Act and Rules and shall not
engage themselves in private tuitions for supervisory considerations.

11. To follow the academic state curriculum and state text books as appropriated by the
school.

12. The school shall maintain the norms and standards as specified in Section 19 of the
Karnataka Education Act. Appointment of departmental staff should take place as
prescribed in the Karnataka Education Act and Rules.

13. School buildings and other infrastructure related to the school shall not be given over
to any commercial activities or journalistic and non-academic activities during the day or
night. '

14. The school shall not be run for the benefit of any profession or group or association.

15. The School should be audited by a Chartered Accountant and the audit copy should be
submitted to the Deputy Qirector/ Field Education Officer by the end of June every year.
